Mid-week will begin cooler and breezy as a trough dives southward into the Great

Basin. However, a ridge of high pressure will return quickly with dry and warm weather by the
weekend with slightly above normal temperatures. Significant cooling and possible precipitation
is expected by the middle of next week with the development of a deep low pressure system

along the West Coast.

Forecasts reflect predicted short-term precipitation and temperature as well as the predicted shift
from normal climatology provided by NOAA's Climate Prediction Center.
